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Preparing the Pansy's Petals

Place the fabric in a embroidery hoop stretching tightly.
Thin the white glue down to the consistancy of thick cream,
use a paintbrush to quickly put a light layer on the back of the velvet.
Try to not soak it through to the nap of the fabric- using quick brush strokes and as thick a glue mixture as will spread will help this.
Leave to dry completely and remove from hoop.


Trace pansy pattern on back of fabric, making sure that you flip the pattern for the two petals that require two- so that each has a mirror image.
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Score the back of the petal along lines shown on pattern with a sewing awl or fork tine.
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Draw dark marks with magic marker at the inside of the petals
(look at some real pansies for inspiration!
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Shape the petals by stretching them on the diagonal- pull one way and then the other , thumbs pressed into the petal and pushing outward slightly as you pull. This will give them a lifelike rounder shape. 
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lay out your petals to get an idea of how they go together.
Since I took these photos I have since decided it is easier to put the pansy together first with the central front petal, then the two lower petals and finally adding the two upper back petals- putting it on the wire from foremost lower to furthest back upper.
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To keep pairs of petals in place you may stitch them together,
also either add a small ball of clay to the wire's end and bake until hard, or twist a loop in the wire to prevent the petals from slipping off.
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The petals are affixed to the wire by wrapping a thread around the base of the petals tightly
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Petals are added either in pairs, or one at a time
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You may "flip up" the petals to assist in the wrapping of the wire. Adding Paint
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The magic markers are fine for adding the dark colors, but for light yellow on the dark velvet some paint is required.
